CREDENTALING

Pugliese presided over the seating of the 2009 delegates. A total of 313 affiliate votes were allocated. A quorum was met by having more than 94 delegates present. Officer votes are 9 for a total of 322 votes. For a two-thirds vote 206 votes would be needed. For a simple majority 158 would be needed. Votes for a ¾ vote would be 235.

APROVAL OF MINUTES
MOTION made by D. Bucholz (WMSL) seconded by P. Murphy (MPSL) to approve the 2008 AGM minutes with the following correction: Under good of the game change the motion by Bucholz to read ‘to award Gerhard Mengel Honorable President and Life Member status with voice and vote and the same privileges as the Michigan Soccer Association Board of Directors’. Motion carried.
REPORTS OF OFFICERS 
President:  Thanked the members for allowing him to serve for 12 years and announced he would be running for President again.
Vice President: Thanked the members for their support and encouraged everyone to read his report and  let him know what their thought were. 
Corresponding Secretary: Ciraulo corrected an error in the printed report, there isn’t a MSA laptop. 
Recording Secretary: 
State Coach- Chris Corteg a correction to the report
SRA: Folino also mentioned the meeting held between the MRC and the league presidents, a report of which was included in the booklet. 
Disciplinary Committee – Nick Radu prepared a report that was included in the booklet. He also encouraged the leagues to turn in the game reports in a timely matter so the issue can be resolved in a reasonable time frame. Pugliese noted that the suspension report should not be posted on any league website.
Gerhard Mengel State Cup/ Tournament of Champions:  
All the above reports were presented in the meeting packet for the members to review. Time was allowed for questions and comments. 
Treasurer – Dyann Pugliese Financial statements were reviewed and discussed.  The audited report will be available for approval at the December Board of Directors meeting.

Rules – Dyann Pugliese 
The proposed By -Laws changeswere as followes:

#1 Proposal:  2.4.1 D Election of Officers   Person holding an elected position in an Affiliated League or Organization shall resign that position if elected to the MSA position of President, Vice President, Corresponding Secretary, Recording Secretary, Treasurer or Registrar. Motion to adopt by H. von Oetinger (MUSL) 2nd N. Radu (MUSL).
Motion failed.

#2 Proposal: 3.3 State and MSA Administered National Competitions Change to “State and MSA Administered Competitions”. Motion to adopt by P. Murphy (MPSL) 2nd by Scott??? (MPSL)
Motion carried

# 3 Proposal: 3.3.20 (only areas of change are recorded here) B: PLAYER SEND OFF  to read “A player who has been sent off the field by the Referee for a second cautionable offense resulting in an ejection shall be suspended from one game his/her team is scheduled to play, whether it be a league or cup game, but not counting a friendly game his/her team is playing, or any game his/her team or league may schedule after the date the player was sent off.”

C: If the nature of the misconduct for which a player was sent off the field is of a more serious nature, the Commissioner or the MSA Executive Board shall have the authority to increase the game suspension.

F: If the misconduct involves an assault or an abuse of the Referee or the Assistant Referees, and meets the criteria for referee assault and/or abuse as defined by the USSF, the case shall be governed by the Rules and Regulations of the MSA. The Referee’s Report must be sent directly to the chairman of the State Referee Committee or State Referee Administrator, who will forward a copy to the Cup Commissioner, to the office of the MSA, and the affiliated League(s) involved.

G: The Cup Commissioner of an MSA administered competition shall have the authority to render a decision without consulting the Association.

Motion to adopt the above changes made by P. Murphy (MPSL) 2nd by D. Bucholz (WMSL).

#4 Proposal:  4.4.2 Registration Procedure League Membership A:  League Responsibilities 
1) By February 28th of the current year, each League shall submit two (2) copies of the completed League Affiliation Form to the business office of the MSA to the attention of the Corresponding Secretary.  Motion to adopt by K Garsia (MPSL/GLWSL) 2nd by C. Dillon (GLWSL)
B#5 Proposal: 4.4.2  Registration Procedure League membership B League Registrars’ Responsibilities 1) League Registrars shall maintain current records of the registered players (Player Registration Forms) of their League. These Records shall include:

(i) Full legal name of player

(ii) Date of birth to be formatted as mm/dd/yyy

(iii) Gender

(iv) Complete address including zip code

(v) Registration date

(vi) Country of Birth

(vii) (optional) phone number including area code

(viii) (optional) e-mail address
(ix) Last country registered

Motion to adopt by R. Cook (MUSL) 2nd by P. Murphy (MPSL). Motion carried.

#6  Proposal:  Player registration E. Deadlines: The deadlines for submittal of documents and forms to the MSA business office are as follows:

1. League Affiliation Form with applicable fees  - February 28th
2. Player registration – 14 days following the start of league competition

3. Player registration updates /additions – within seven (7) days of the action
4. Final player registrations – October 31

Failure to comply with deadlines may result additional fees and/or penalties as listed in Section 4.4.5 Fees and Penalties. A player for who proper registration and fees have not been submitted to the MSA may be denied insurance coverage.



Motion to adopt by R. Cook (MUSL) 2nd by M. Yassine (MMMSL). Motion carried.  

#7 Proposal: 4.8 Disciplinary Procedure D. The Chairperson of the Disciplinary Committee  shall be responsible for the enforcement of this procedure and shall ensure that a complete record is provided to the Association by e-mail and a hardcopy is delivered to the MSA offices either by hand or postal service. 

Motion to adopt by R. Cook (MUSL)  2nd  D. Bucholz (WMSL). Motion carried.
#8 Proposal 4.8.4 Punishment C. In all cases, the Disciplinary Committee shall have the authority to impose greater punishment if, in its opinion, the circumstances of the case warrant (e.g., habitual offenders).    D. In all cases, the league of the disciplined player an/or team shall also have the authority to impose greater punishment if, in its opinion, the circumstances of the case warrant (e.g.’ habitual offenders).
Motion to adopt by R. Cook (MUSL) 2nd by D. Bucholz (WMSL). Motion carried.
Hall of Fame Committee: J Ciraulo (MPSL) reported we will again be hosting an awards dinner and will be taking nominations. The nominations form will be posted on the website.
Diversity – Shoshana DeMaria (SEMPSL) gave a verbal report accounting the progress the committee has made.  Goals and Objectives and a Mission Statement have been sent and will be distributed. The Committee is in the process of collecting information that will be used to conduct a seminar with the leagues. A survey will be sent to the leagues and they are encouraged to distribute it to their members and return them to the association office as soon as possible.   FIFA has a Diversity Committee; as yet no other State Associations have an established committee. MSA hopes to be the first State association with one.
National Cup:  W. Hnatiuk (MDSL) thanked D. Pugliese, G. Mengel and D. Altesleben for all their help.  He commented on the delays we faced with getting games played on time. He encouraged all the leagues to continue to be flexible and make every effort to move league game to ensure the National Cup competition games are played in time. 
Indoor Tournament:  Mengel commented that the tournament was well done and hopes to get a sponsor to support the tournament this year.
AFFILIATES REPORTS:  
AASA - President Elect stated that they intend to be more involved and thanked Mengel and Pugliese for attending their meeting and for their support this year.
BSL- President Denis Ott reported they had 14 Men’s’ and 1 Women’s’ team this year. St. Joe’s Kickers won the division. They also had a cup completion which the Tornados won. Ott requested registration stickers earlier if possible.  
GLWSL- President Christine Lyon thanked the MSA for the financial support for the seven Veterans Cup teams. This was the third year for Soccerfest in June in honor of Ursla Veit.  Considering on line registration with Got Soccer for this year.
HUSL- President Hosea Ontonio this was their first year and they are happy with their affiliation with MSA. 
MDSL – Representative Dave Altesleben reported they had three divisions this year. Their division champions were 3rd Celtic FC, 2nd Detroit Hustlers and 1st Green Eagles.
MPSL – President Phil Murphy reported a good season. They had 17 Premier teams, 16 Open teams and 6 Women’s’ teams. They are looking to expand their women’s division next year. Mengel commented on the high level of competition of the Kickers in the Regional Finals to the team that went on to the Finals in the National competition.   
MUSL – President Rick Cook reported they successfully established a U19 division and hope to encourage them to continue into the open division. They enhanced their website and are developing their own online registration system. 
MMMSL- VP Mike Yasine reported they are doing well they had 8 teams. Mengel encouraged him to reach out to the Latino players in their area. 
SEMPSL – President Dean Bowerbank thanked the MSA and the MRC for their hard work. They had fewer teams but good competition this year.  
WMSL – President Don Buchholz they are looking to expand next year.

Grant Money: Mengel encouraged any team or league to apply for grants from the USSF for field improvements. Region II also has an $8000 grant available.

Treasurer: D. Pugliese (MPSL) was nominated by D. Bucholz (WMSL) and agreed to serve another term. Voted in by acclimation.
Recording Secretary:    C. Dillon (GLWSL) was nominated and voted in by acclimation. 
Registrar: No Candidates. 
 

Member at Large: Two two-year terms 
Steve Wilson was nominated by C. Lyon. He previously agreed to serve another term.
He was voted by acclimation
MOTION made by R. Cook (MUSL) 2nd by C. Lyon (GLWSL) to allow the MSA President to appoint qualified candidates to the open board positions. Motion carried.

GOOD OF THE GAME

 Mengel presented his Presidents’ Award to Christine Lyon in recognition of her outstanding contribution and dedication to the GLWSL and the game of soccer for more than twenty years.   
H. von Oettinger requested that the board pay closer attention to the rules for the posting of the AGM minutes within 60 days. He also requested the treasurer provide written reports at each board meeting. Another area he requested greater effort be made was on the website; specifically post the rules improve communication of open positions and list other soccer associations. N. Radu (MUSL) requested the treasurer’s report be emailed with the agenda each month.
